The successful applicant will be expected to provide regular feedback about progress and areas for development and to attend any training required for the role. This role includes 5 hours of HLTA time which would involve leading group and whole class activities. The position is primarily in EY/KS1 at present but the successful applicant should have the willingness to work across school in future. This position is fixed term due to the nature of the EHCP which will be reviewed annually. If the child(ren) no longer requires the same level of support, the EHCP would be withdrawn by the L.A. and the fixed term contract would terminate.
Applications are welcome from those with suitable experience.  Experience of working with children in a school or childcare setting is essential, as is knowledge of SEND. Enthusiasm, commitment and a sense of humour are also very important. The successful candidate must also be able to work as a member of a team and fit in well with an established and friendly staff.
